2017 Prep Transition Program 
An information session took place today for parents of Prep students who we 
expect will be joining us next year.  We are anticipating an enrolment of 6 
students, all siblings of current children at our school.  The first formal day of 
our Prep Transition Program for students will take place on Wednesday 24th 
August from 10:15am, when our current group of Prep students will pay a visit to 

the Macarthur Kindergarten. 
 
2017 Classroom Structures 
Whilst there is still quite a long way to go in this current school year, we have 
begun planning our classroom structures for 2017.  With only a small number of 
Prep enrolments expected, and our total figures expected to be around 70 
students (down from 79 at the start of this school year), next year we will be 
required to revert back to three classrooms across the school.  Our preliminary 
plans are for a P/1/2 class which will operate with 2 teachers.  Our remaining 
classes will remain as current, a 3/4 classroom and a 5/6 classroom.  Please note 
however that these plans are not final, as any changes to enrolments, either up 
or down, may require us to re-think this configuration, in order to obtain the 

best possible structures for all involved. 
 
Grade 6 Leaders Project 
Last Thursday night our Grade 6 Leaders were involved in a video presentation 
night of projects being completed this year by students in schools from the 
Warrnambool and surrounding areas.  This was a terrific night of celebration, 
with some great work being done across the schools.  Congratulations to our 
students on the way they presented themselves on the night and for the work 

they have done so far. 
 
Sporting Schools 
Our after school sporting program commenced last night and will continue to run 
over the next 7 weeks.  It is not too late to enrol your child in this program – if

Our cleaner Tracy is currently unwell; having spent a period of time in hospital 
she will hopefully be returning home today.

The first was a BBQ at the Federal Election 
polling which took place at our school, raising $285.00  The second was catering for the Lions Club 
Dinner, which raised $1,065.00  In total, netting a profit of around $1,000.00  A big thank you to those 
who donated goods or their time for each of these events, with money raised all being put back into 
programs that benefit all of our students and their education.  Congratulations and thank you also to 
Jack J., Jack A., Olivia, Emasyn, Mikaylah and Johanna who all did a fantastic job waiting on tables at 

the catering event.
